STUDENT SAFETY IS OUR NUMBER ONE PRIORITY!!!
I encourage everyone to please make time in your morning/afternoon routine to keep student safety as your number one priority.

PLEASE remember the drop off zone in the front of school is not for parking and walking your child to class. It is to drop off your
child and have a continuous flow of traffic. If you are wanting to walk your child to class, please park in a designated off campus
location and be courteous to our neighbors and not block their driveways. There are signs posted “No U-Turns” at Bayfield and
Lyford this is extremely dangerous during high traffic times.

Student Arrival: Please do not drop off students prior to 7:50 a.m. as there is no adult supervision on duty prior to this time.
Kindergarten drop off time is 7:50 a.m. to the classroom directly. Students will be marked tardy after 8:05 a.m. Students need to attend
class on time and for the entire day to receive the amount of teacher attention that leads to successful learning.

Breakfast/Lunch Program: Breakfast will be served 30 min. before school starts for $2.25/$.30 on reduced meal plan. Lunch costs are
$3.00/$.40 on the reduced meal program. Again, you may put any dollar amount on your child’s lunch account. Everyone is encouraged to complete
a Free/Reduced lunch application even if you are not sure if you qualify. Forms are available in the office or online under Food Services after
August 2nd.

Dress Code: Please read the District Dress Code included in the School Wide Discipline/Student Handbook available on the school website. Girls
are not to wear straps on tops or dresses less than 2 inches wide. Sandals are to be closed toed and have a strap around the ankle. Boys are not to
wear low riding pants or shorts, no rude or other representation of negative messages. Hair is not to be distracting to the learning environment. Body
markings are also prohibited at school and students will be asked to wash them off or be sent home.
